Initially the season was of concern due to the late 
bloom, veraison and harvest.  As it turned out, the 1991 season was an example of where the added 
time on the vines was indeed positive.  �e 1991 growing season was one of the longest on record in 
the Napa Valley, producing a fruit of extraordinary quality.
