Generous yet restrained, the wine shows 
minerality and notes of dried herbs followed by caramelized orange peel, bing cherry and exotic spice 
�avors. �e �nish is long and balanced.

T A S T I N G  N O T E

�e 2010 season began with a cool and wet spring, resulting in a late bud break, �owering and veraison. 
Summer was also cool but a record-breaking heat wave (107°F) marked the end of August. �e heat of 
late summer and early fall resulted in an extraordinary concentration of tannins and color. While the 
high temperatures dramatically reduced yields for Cabernet Franc and Petit Verdot, the Cabernet 
Sauvignon thrived in the late season warmth.
